On the Course with Doyle

The month of June brought some needed rainfall throughout the entire month and on
some key days we received a little too much resulting in delays in some of our agronomic plans
such as aerification. We were unable to aerate 3 and 4 green due to waterlogged conditions.
Rainfall and overcast conditions in the days/weeks following aeration inhibited our chance to
apply additional sand and fertilizer to the greens to speed up the recovery process. The wetter
soil conditions and lower sunlight levels caused the grass to grow more vertical resulting in
scalping by the mowers. Since we intended to verticut aggressively this month we decided to
wait until then to put the final touches on the greens. This aggressive verticutting is long
overdue. Our goal is to remove as much thatch as possible which will result in better ball roll as
well as improved water penetration. Excessive thatch can act as a sponge and absorb water and
nutrients preventing these essentials from reaching the root zone. I have to admit this is an ugly
process but has become necessary. The recovery process is about 10-14 days. Thank you for
your patience and have a great Independence Day.
